Recently ARAN broke news to the national press calling for IKEA the retail giant to stop selling
rei ndeer théirgswatbmemdver thetClaristmas season. In a press statement, ARAN called on
the company to make a compassionate decision not to support another cruel industry due to the
cruel exploitation these wild animals suffer at the hands of herders —ARAN also fears it could open
up a new market in Ireland for the meat which could in turn jeopardize breeding herds in Sweden.
Due to increasing demand for reindeer meat, traditional methods of herding in Nordic countries
where they are found, have given way to chasing reindeer on snowmobiles and motorcycles, as well
as helicopters. This and lassoing according to ARAN causes huge amounts of stress for these animals.

at the Zoo. The gorilla family consists of Harry - large silverback male aged 23, Lena a breeding female
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aged 27, Kesho male aged 10, Mayani female aged 7, Alf male aged 6 and Evinidi male aged 3. The
investigation also found the giant Silver back to be sitting staring at a concrete wall rocking back and
forth. We also found the younger ones trying desperately to break the rusty, iron bars that kept them
from the outside world. In their enclosure it appeared that the only bit of activity material was a piece of
hanging rope and some flimsy straw. Out on the front part of the enclosure the animals had no more
than two back yards of an area to live, covered with grass and no more than rope to play with. Their
whole enclosure was surrounded by glass that the visiting public would glare through to see the sad eyes
of the beautiful, intelligent animals. Animal Rights Action Network has also received a deluge of calls and
complaints from members of the public that have visited the enclosure. Since we broke the news with a
full page spread in the Irish Daily mirror, ARAN has being informed that Dublin zoo had improved
‘somewhat’ the conditions the gorillas are in and
moved to the new African plains enclosure. Although ARAN does not agree with welfare improvements,
we do accept that for as long as the gorillas are kept in captivity at Dublin zoo, that at least their
conditions can be improved to give these majestic creatures a fairly decent life. We will keep you posted
on developments should they arise.

ARAN JOINS INTERNATIONAL FUR FREE ALLIANCE AND WELCOMES PROPOSED FUR

FARMING IN IRELAND BAN
ARAN is delighted to announce that we have been votedin by the International Fur Free Alliance, which is
made up of international animal protection groups such as the Humane Society of the United States,
Respect for Animals and various other animal groups. The alliance is made up of groups campaigning
against the international fur trade and meet up yearly in order to discuss campaigns, programs and more.
In Ireland ARAN is delighted with the news that fur farming in Ireland is to be included in the new
program for government which will work towards phasing out fur farms in Ireland over three years. Since
A RA N’ atiof, wethave worked hard to highlight the abysmal conditions of Irish fur farms, the cruelty
associated with their killing and the needless need for wearing fur. Our campaign to date has included
high-profile demonstration including a national demonstration outside the Department of Agriculture
with groups such as CIWF Ireland and ISPCA attending. ARAN has continued to lobby up until recently for
the fur farming ban by pressing TD's and senators
ban. Right now, ARAN is working on making sure that the fur farming phase out is enacted as soon as
possible.

Once again the Ward Union carted stag deer hunt is back in the headlines as they staged a demonstration
outside government buildings calling on Minister John Gormley not to go ahead with a planned ban on
the only deer hunt in Ireland. During a radio interview with national radio station 4fm, ARAN welcomed
John Gor ml ey’ s decioninihdrevitedprogrameoe governngeny, wé veergt onsol a t i
discuss the cruelty involved with deer hunting and the chasing of a terrified animal and pointed out that

tradition has long been used to justify cruelty. A commitment to ban stag hunting was included in the

revised programme for Government agreed between the Green Party and Fianna Fail earlier this year. A

spokesman for Mr Gormley said yesterday that heads of the Bill were already agreed by Government and
detailed legislation was being prepared. In their protest outside of Dail Eirean the union brought hounds

to the gates of Leinster House, the Custom House, the headquarters for the Department of the
Environment, and to Navan Racecourse yesterday to publicise the meeting. Another protest was staged
in Trim co Meath later that evening. ARAN is working to make sure that the Ward Union hunt this
December is their last and on another interview on Dublin Spin FM we called on their listeners to get on
board to support the campaign.

The ad debuts just as the Republic of Ireland has announced that it will phase-out fur
farming in three years —but we are not out of the woods just yet, much more work needs to be done to
make this a reality as we’'ve heard similar
nothing has surfaced. Animals raised on fur farms go insane from being confined to tiny, filthy cages in all
weather extremes before they are electrocuted, poisoned, or gassed or have their necks are broken. An
undercover investigation of fur farms in China - now the world's leading fur exporter - revealed that
animals, including cats and dogs, are often skinned alive. On Irish fur farms up to 150,000 mink and silver
fox are gassed and anally electrocuted. This is PETA and ARAN's first Irish "naked" anti-fur ad. Suzanne is
in good company.

Ireland down through Cork city, campaigners and supporters of Animal Rights Action Network held
peaceful protests and tabling events to highlight the cruel greyhound racing industry in Ireland. During a
week of action from August 24 to 30 we worked hard to get the facts out to the general public about the

cruelty and exploitation of greyhounds in the racing industry. Over the week and during the month of
September ARAN will be working hard to raise awareness of the Irish campaign to abolish cruel
greyhound racing and to educate people about the horrors of what gentle greyhounds endure before,
during and after their racing lives. Just recently in Co Limerick three Greyhounds were found dumped,
dead and decaying in Kilteery Pier on Thursday 28th May 2009. All three dogs had their ears cut off to
avoid detection of who was responsible for this callous but common act. Registered greyhounds have
tattoos of identification numbers in their ears that can be traced back to the people who registered them
with the Irish Coursing Club. Two of the dead dogs looked like they were only recently discarded whereas
the third dog had only skeletal remains suggesting that this is a habitual occurrence. The dogs were
discovered by the Environment Department of Limerick County Council as they inspected 2 main local
bathing areas where the dogs were found. Cases like these are not rare in Ireland and will continue for as

long this industry continues and Animal Rights Action Network firmly believes that no welfare guidelines
